Set piece of 
own choice; Under 9 must dance Traditional Set. 
Rotation numbers will be drawn by computer prior to the 
day of the Feis. Solo awards will be given for soft and 
hard shoe dances. If less than 5 boys per competition, 
Feis committee may combine boys with the 
corresponding girls age group. Adult Championship (521) 
must dance a Traditional Set. Advanced Adult 
Championship (522) may perform a set of choice. 
Absolutely NO DANCE CHANGES will be accepted day 
of Feis – NO EXCEPTIONS.
